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60% Muslims, 70% Yadavs want to see Tejashwi as CM. 20% Upper caste and 10% Muslims
want to see PK as CM.

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e NDA leads amongst women by 6%, MGB amongst men by 2%. MGB leads
among 18-34, while NDA leads among the>35 age category.

e MGB leads amongst MY, ST voters; NDA amongst Upper caste, NYOBC & EBC.
A tough fight for the Dalit community votes (excluding Paswans).
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Key Findings:
Let us break down the key findings from this flash poll:
1. Anti-Incumbency Sentiment (Q1)

Strong anti-incumbency wave detected:
o 48.6% strongly against NDA/Nitish Kumar government
e 32.0% favor the incumbent government, 14% neutral
e Pro-incumbency sentiment is rising due to the positive impact of schemes
e People against the government and in favour / neutral are almost similar at 45%+

2. Chief Minister Preference (Q2)

Tejashwi Yadav leads the race:
e Tejashwi Yadav: 35.0% (highest preference)
e Nitish Kumar: 23.4% (incumbent trailing by 14.1 points)
e Prashant Kishor: 13.8% (emerging as third choice)
e Chirag Paswan: 8.9%
e Samrat Chaudhary: 6.1%

Key insight: Despite being CM, Nitish Kumar trails significantly behind Tejashwi
Yadav, reinforcing the anti-incumbency trend. However, on a combined leadership
basis, NDA leaders’ rating is higher at 40.1% vs 37.7% of MGB. It is to be noted that only
15% voters vote on the basis of CM Face.

3. Voting Intention (Q3)

Extremely close contest:
e NDA: 41.3%
e MGB (Mahagathbandhan): 39.7%
e Gap of only 1.6 percentage points

Other parties:

e JAN SURAJ: 9.1%
e BSP:2.5%

e NOTA: 2.7%

e AIMIM: 1.7%

e Others: 3.0%
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Key Findings:
Critical Contradictions & Insights

The Paradox: There's a fascinating disconnect:
e 48.6% have strong anti-incumbency feelings against the NDA
 Yet NDA still leads with 41.3% vote share (though marginally)
e Tejashwi Yadav is preferred CM by 35%, but MGB gets only 39.7 of % votes

Possible explanations:

l.Alliance dynamics: NDA's broader coadlition is compensating for anti-
incumbency against the Nitish govt.

2.Vote fragmentation: Opposition vote splitting between MGB, JAN SURAJ, and
others

3.Strategic voting: Some voters who may dislike the government but still support
the NDA due to caste/local factors

Election Outlook
Too close to call - with just 1.6% separating the top two alliances, and this election

could swing either way. However, NDA has a slight edge currently due to its scheme
announcements and intact core vote bloc. Finalisation of candidates’ key now.
