Most Striking Findings:

1.Severe Anti-lIncumbency: Nearly half the electorate
(48.5%) shows strong anti-incumbency against Nitish
Kumar's government, with only 18.3% showing strong
support.

2.Youth Rejection: The 25-34 age group shows the strongest
anti-incumbency at 55.5%, and an overwhelming 69.2% say
they won't vote for their current MLA.

3.Close Development Trust Race: Mahagathbandhan (36.1%)
slightly edges out NDA (35.4%) for overall development
trust, butleads more clearly onjob creation (39.6% vs
32.3%).

4.Unemployment Crisis: Nearly half the voters (49.5%) cite
unemployment as the topissue, with young voters
particularly concerned (58.4% in the 25-34 age group).

5.CM Face Dilemma: More people want the BJP to drop Nitish
Kumar as the CM face (33.7%) than support him continuing,

creating a strategic challenge for the alliance.

The data suggests Bihar is heading toward a competitive election with
significant anti-incumbency sentiment, particularly among youth voters
who are driving the demand for change. The emergence of Jan Suraj as a

potential third force, especially among younger demographics, adds
another dimension to the electoral dynamics.
