This polling data reveals several interesting political dynamics:

Government Strength: The ruling party appears to have a significant advantage in
public perception, particularly among older voters and men. The 43.4% vs 33.6%
split on who had the "upper hand" in the Operation Sindoor debate suggests
effective government messaging.

Demographic Divides: There are clear gender and age-based political preferences.
Women and younger voters lean more toward opposition figures, while older
voters and men favor government representatives. This pattern is consistent across
multiple questions.

Skepticism on External Claims: The split opinion on Trump's mediation role
(44.5% disagree vs 39.3% agree) indicates healthy skepticism, especially among
older, more experienced voters who may be less susceptible to international
political narratives.

Process Over Performance: Nearly half the respondents (47.7%5) view the
parliamentary debate as politically motivated rather than substantive, suggesting
public fatigue with partisan theatrics over genuine policy discussion.

The data suggests a politically engaged electorate with distinct demographic
voting patterns that both major parties need to address in their messaging
strategies.
